Membership is for three years, after which period one re-election is possible.

Membership of the Administrative Council is voluntary and unpaid. 

Procedure:

The members of the Administrative Council are elected by the General Assembly.

ATEE members who are willing to join the Administrative Council are invited to send their candidature to the secretariat. Candidature should be supported by three letters of recommendation from members (of which at least one must be an institutional member).

Applications should be send before 10 July 2010.

Candidates will present themselves at the General Assembly during the ATEE Annual Conference 2010 in Budapest on 29 August 2010, after which voting will take place.
